Nearby activities and group outings may be arranged in advance with the Resort’s onsite 
concierge. From water sports such as surfing, parasailing, snorkeling and the newly popular 
stand-up paddling (SUP) to action-packed ziplining and four wheel excursions into the rain 
forest, there is a thrill to match every personality. 
 
Looking to stay close to home, attendees may stroll along the beachfront path, just 10 minutes 
south to Kaanapali nightlife and shopping, or five minutes north to local cafes and grocery 
stores.
